QUESTIONING the conceptual and creative decision making that an artist may have applied to creating a work of art


Essential Questions:

How does the artist synthesize idea with technique & media?

What are some difficult decisions the artist may have had to navigate to arrive at his/her finished piece?

What is the artist doing to go beyond decorative or purely aesthetic art into something more intriguing or thought provoking?  What is memorable about the art and what techniques or ideas were applied to achieve this sense of WOW and WONDER in the artwork?
